Registration forms will be active for three (3) years from the date of submission.  After three years, the registrant will be required to submit an updated registration form.

Registrants will have payment made through NCASBO for work performed at a negotiated hourly rate on a monthly basis, or on a different frequency as specified in contract.
The registrant is not an employee of NCASBO, and agrees to be responsible for social security, Medicare, federal and state income taxes as a non-employee in accordance with the employee status under common law rules.  

The client is not responsible for workers’ compensation.  No workers’ compensation insurance shall be obtained by the client concerning the registrant or the employees of the registrant.  The registrant shall comply with the workers’ compensation law concerning independent contractors and the employees of the independent contractor.
